Meeting Minutes for Thursday, February 11, 2016


Call to Order: 
Chair, Jane Hislop, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Landscape proposal by Jarrad Savinelli and John Newick for Fabyan Point Road along Tax Map 47, Lots 5, 6 & 7. Mr. Savinelli presented his proposed 7-lot subdivision. He intends to plant sugar maples. Hislop advised that sugar maples do not handle salt well. The applicant and commission members exchanged views regarding the most appropriate and resilient tree species for the intended purpose. The commission recommended other maple species, and oak. Mr. Savinelli agreed to abide by the commission’s recommendations, and thanked members for their advice. Gunn moved to endorse the revised proposal. Morton seconded. The vote was unanimous.

Seacoast Reliability Project: Cable installation under Little Bay. Tabled.
Conservation Easements: Review monitoring procedures. The matter was tabled.

Knights Brook corridor: John Frink expressed concerns regarding the potential for the pollution of his land that could be caused by Eversoure’s Secoast Reliability Project (SRP). He stated that agricultural land is a resource that is too valuable to squander, and that this would be better appreciated in the coming years. Mr. Frink advised the commission that Peter Forbes of the Air Force had not been informed of the SRP in a timely manner.
Upcoming Events: Spring for the Bay. This matter was tabled.
